Spring 2002:

· Want a schedule with objectives for the semester-long project

· Want smaller groups with more intense work goals

Fall 2002:

· Spend less time in meetings going over material covered in manual

· Devote some meeting time to brainstorming activities for coming project sheet

· More projects educating dorm-mates

· Work with RA’s on events

· Collaborate more, too much focus on individual work

· Work on a big campus-wide project as well as smaller individual projects

· If offered for credit, keep an optional volunteer-only class with pay

· Lack of pay will attract less people, but those people will be more dedicated

Fall 2001:

· Work more in groups rather than individually

· Be more strict about project sheets being returned
· Keep pay; perception that a lot less people would be involved without
Fall 2003:
· Would prefer to work in groups rather than individually

· Offering credit would probably bring more people in to the program

Fall 2004:
· Would prefer to work in groups rather than individually

· “The Day After Tomorrow” was a bad movie to assign
· Actually go on the Deer Island trip

· If unpaid, less people would sign up

· Offer two forms: for-credit or paid

Fall 2005:

· Spend less time surfing websites as an activity

· People really enjoyed their big dorm activities

· Most people enjoyed writing their Viewpoint

In terms of offering for credit, people are 50-50 on how they feel:

· Some would like a credit for it (possibly fulfilling the environmental studies seminar requirement)

· Others would not want it as a credit-class because it adds more pressure and they would be intimidated 

· Some think that if offered as a class, people would take it as an ‘easy’ credit and not really care about the issues

· Others see it as a good way to publicize the program and reach a broader audience

· Almost everyone said that there should be dual programs: 1 for credit, 1 for cash
